ABOUT

This isn’t about Meditrina. It isn’t about the fact that 
long, long ago the Romans named this Goddess after 
wine. It is about finding the best in each vintage. It is 
about the purity in winemaking. It is about a little gem 
from Helmick Hill Vineyard. So clean, fresh and bright, 
this pinot blanc deserved its own bottle. Next vintage? 
Who knows! This bottling is about pleasant surprises, 
and living a full life! Cheers!

WINEMAKING NOTES

The grapes were hand sorted and 100% destemmed. The 
fruit settled for 1–2 days after pressing and racking to 
age in small lot stainless steel fermentation tanks. The 
temperatures dropped to 52–55 degrees and yeast was 
added. Fermentation lasted approximately two months. 
Once complete, the wines were racked off the lees. We 
bottled this wine in spring of 2009 to capture its fresh 
and lively characters. This wine is 100% Pinot blanc.

TASTING NOTES

Bright golden color with soft yellow straw highlights. 
Sublime aromas of ripe melons, talc, minerals, nectar-
ines, honey, white flowers, lime blossoms, tangerine, 
white currents and bread dough veritably leap from 
the glass. Secondary more subtle aromas of citrus oils, 
hazelnuts, white grapes, wet stones and chalk add to the 
complexity of the nose as the wine opens up in the glass. 
The nose walks a taunt line between the old world min-
eral driven aromatics and new world fruit. The wine has 
its feet squarely planted in both worlds. In the mouth 
the wine is unctuous, rich and powerful on the attack. 
The thick viscous intensity of the attack leads to a bal-
anced and succulent mid-palate. The wine’s richness and 
weight is held in place and balanced by crisp ripe acid-
ity that gives focus and integrity to the wine. The finish 
lasts forever as the wine finally ends on a strong min-
eral and honeyed presence. The balance and complexity 
on the nose that shows as a cross between the old world 
and new are very much evident on the palate as well. 
Very exciting.
