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2009 RUNAWAY WHITE PINOT BLANC

ABOUT

This isn’t about Meditrina. It isn’t about the fact that 
long, long ago the Romans named this Goddess after wine. 
It is about finding the best in each vintage. It is about 
the purity in winemaking. So clean, fresh and bright, this 
pinot blanc deserved its own bottle. Next vintage? Who 
knows! This bottling is about pleasant surprises, and liv-
ing a full life! Cheers!

WINEMAKING NOTES

The grapes were hand sorted and 100% destemmed. The 
fruit settled for 1–2 days after pressing and racking to 
age in small lot stainless steel fermentation tanks. The 
temperatures dropped to 52–55 degrees and yeast was 
added. Fermentation lasted approximately two months. 
Once complete, the wines were racked off the lees. We 
bottled this wine in spring of 2010 to capture its fresh 
and lively characters. This wine is 100% Pinot blanc.

TASTING NOTES

The color of the 2009 Runaway White is a brilliant clear 
pale yellow with beautiful flashes of pale gold. When 
first poured into the glass the wine’s pungent aromat-
ics are of citrus fruits, minerals, acacia flowers, hon-
eysuckle, nectarine skin, clean earth and kiwi. As the 
wine opens up in the glass aromas of wet stone, mandarin 
orange, lavender and fresh cut hay emerge. In the mouth, 
the attack is immediately rich with succulent balancing 
acidity. The full bodied nature of the wine is offset 
by a beautiful balance between richness and ripe acid-
ity that brings classic Oregon proportions to the wine 
and adds complexity and lift to the mid-palate. The wine 
moves seamlessly from the mid-palate into a clean, crisp 
finish. The lasting impression is a wine of great focus 
and power balanced by wonderful brightness. The 2009 
Runaway White is a wine that will drink wonderfully 
right now and over the next couple of years.
