produced and added to
the portfolio of wines:
ara riesling and tethys
late harvest riesling. 

2004

brooks becomes a featured winery 
at the international pinot noir 
celebration for the first time.

brooks founder and visionary, jimi
brooks sadly passes away at age 38.

the legacy of brooks wines continues
with the outstanding support of the
oregon wine community.

pascal brooks becomes sole owner of
brooks wines - known as the youngest
winery owner in the world. jimi’s sister
janie brooks heuck volunteers her time
to lead the winery operation. 

2005

chris williams is promoted
to winemaker and lindsay
woodard joins the team to
oversee marketing and
brand development of the
winery.
